BANCROFT GHERARDI

The death, on August 1h, 1941, of Bancroft Cherardl
removed from the membership of the Institute ite fortieth presi-
dent and a leading ploneer in the development of electrical
coumunication, with a career of more than forty years in that
field,

¥y, Chorardl reveived the degree of bachelor of sclence
from the FPolytechnic Institute of Brooklyn in 18391, the degree
of mechanical engineer from Cornell University in 1893, and the
master's degree in mechanicsl engineering from that uwniversity
in 1894, He recelved the honorary degree of doclor of engineore
fng from the Foliytechnic Institute of livooklyn, 1633, and from
the Worcester Polytechnic Institute, 193€,

In 1895, he was employed by the Metropolitan Telephone
and Telegraph Company. He was engineer of the trafficcdepartnment
1900~01, and wag transferred %o the position of chief engineer of
the Wew York and Yew Jersey Telephone Company in 1901. In 1906,
he returned to New York ae assistant chief engineer of the New
York Telephone and Telegraph Company and the New Jersey Telephone
Company, He was sppointed enzinser of plant of the American Telee
phone and Telegraph Company in 1907, became acting chief engineer
in 1918, and chisf engineer in 1919. From 1920 until hies retire-
ment in 1938, he wag vice president and chief engineer.

He Joined the In«titute in 1895, snd was transferred,
in 190k, to the grade of Member and, in 1912, to the grade of
Fellow. He served on many A.1.%.%. commitiees, and represented
it on various joint organizations., He vas » meansger 190508,
and 101417, vice president 1908-10, and president 1927-28.
